A well balanced gentleman with lovely expressive head,  good shoulder placement, level topline and excellent, muscled rear quarters with good bend of stifle.  Well off for bone.  Well presented and at one with his handler, as usual.  In the challenge for Best Veteran I felt that his movement let him down.

MINOR PUPPY DOG  (10/0)

A full house of some very promising babies which made my choices that much harder.

Well angulated rear quarters which he used well on the move.  Well presented in profuse coat and handled well.   In the challenge for Best Puppy in Show I was really torn between the two and wish I could have awarded two rosettes.   It was a hair splitting decision    BEST PUPPY DOG AND BEST PUPPY IN SHOW.    I could have taken him home and I will watch his future with interest.
